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ARTICLE THREE

Purpose of the Corporation

This Corporation is a religious corporation and is not
organized for the private gain of any peréon. Tk is.
organized under the Nonprofit Religious Corporatioo, Law
primarily and exclusively for religious purposes. Its
purpose is to expouse, present, propagate, practice;’onsure,
and maintain the purity and integrity of the religion of
Scientology, as the same has been developed and may;’i}e
further developed by L. Ron Hubbard to the end that any
person wishing to, and participating in Scientology may
derive the greatest possible good of the spiritual awareness
- of his .Be1ngness, Doingness and Know1ngness. More
part1oular1y the Corporatlon is formed for the purpose of
prov1d1ng a Corporate organization through whlch, an,d by.
means of which, the operations and actzvxties of a church
" may be accomplished. Its purpose is to act as the Mother
church for Missions, which is the ultlmate eccleslrstlcal
authority with respect to the 8c1entology ;sygtem of
Missions.

- In the conduct of its activities and the accomplishment
of its purposes, the Corporation shall have, shall enjoy,
and may exercige, to their fullest extent, all powers which
Nonprofit Religious Corporations are permitted by law to
have and to enjoy; PROVIDED HOWEVER, that:

a. The property of the Corporation is irrevocably
dedicated to religious purposeS{_meeting_the'requirements_
for exemption provided by Section 214 of the Revenue and
Takation Code, and no part of the income or assets of the
Corporation shall ever inure to the benefit of any private

h. No substantial part of the activities of the
COrporétion shall be devoted to attempts to influence
legislation, by propaganda or otherwise, and the Corporation
shall not participate or intervene, directly or indirectly,
in any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to
any candidate for public office; and '

s The Corporation shall not carry on any activities
not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt
